The Board of Directors of “Beit Al Khair” Society relies on safe
and feasible investment in charitable work by developing the
Society’s endowments in a programmed and diligent manner,
so that the return of the Society’s endowments reaches
50% of its charitable funding. The Board recommended the
endowment development team to raise the pace of endowment
construction, so that a new endowment is established every
two years, and in fact, the number of the Society’s endowments
has so far reached 21 operating endowments, of which 5

endowments were established during the last ten years.

Financing Endowments

Endowment financing depends on the contributions of
philanthropists who provide land or construction, as did
many of their Highnesses sheikhs and rulers, who provided
vast lands in important locations and some of them donated
for construction. We mention in the forefront His Highness
Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice President,
Prime Minister, and Ruler of Dubai, may God protect him, His
Highness Sheikh Humaid bin Rashid Al Nuaimi, Member of the
Supreme Council, Ruler of Ajman, may God protect him, and
His Highness Sheikh Hamad bin Mohammed Al Sharqgi, Member
of the Supreme Council, Ruler of Fujairah, may God protect
him, who donated the land of the new Fujairah Endowment in

Sheikh Mohammed bin Zayed City, may God protect him.

Development of Endowments

Given the importance of the endowment as a fundamental
and future pillar in the sustainability process, the Board of
Directors of “Beit Al Khair” Society decided to build large and
feasible endowments in quantity and quality, and to open the
way for honorable benefactors, male and female, to contribute
to building the endowments by purchasing charitable
endowment shares worth AED 100, which can be purchased
from the Society’s representatives, offices, and external sites,
or by phone, via credit cards, or by calling the toll-free number
80022554. Its value can also be deposited through the Society’s

announced accounts.

New Fujairah Endowment

The Fujairah Endowment is the last “Beit Al Khair” Society

endowment under construction, as it began work in the last
quarter of 2023 and the final stages of it are being completed.
It is being held in Mohammed bin Zayed City in Emirate of
Fujairah, on a land area of 375 square meters, as a grant from
His Highness Sheikh Hamad bin Mohammed Al Shargi, Member
of the Supreme Council, Ruler of Fujairah, may God protect
him, it consists of a ground floor and 7 floors, and includes 35
apartments and 7 shops.

The Most Important
Endowments

The Society’sendowmentsvary throughoutits journeyaccording
to the availability of land and costs, or according to the choices
of the endowment who offers the building or space, and all of
them are grateful and rewarded, but “Beit Al Khair” allocated
a committee to develop the endowment and in recent years
began planning endowments with feasibility and rewarding
returns, so it established the Grand Karama Endowment on the
ruins of two old endowments after obtaining the approval of
the heirs of the endowment. It is the largest endowment of the
Society, and is located in an active and commercially prosperous
area, on a huge area equal to 3728 square meters. It consists
of luxury apartments with high returns. A large endowment
was also established in Ajman on a land area of 2,175 square
meters, and the new Al Nahda endowment on a land area of
15,000 square feet, and finally the new Fujairah endowment is
being built.

Innovative Endowment

In response to the call of His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin
Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice President, Prime Minister and Ruler
of Dubai, may God protect him, to develop the traditional
endowment, to invest in the concept of endowment and its
legal and humanitarian value in the Arab-Islamic culture, in
order to provide development solutions to create a better future
for UAE, the Society introduced the concept of an innovative
endowment and cooperated with a number of institutions
that have a margin of profit that they would like to endow for
charitable purposes, such as the “Universities Endowment”
donated by Dubai Courts, by stopping a percentage of the
rents of shops that provide their services to the public in Dubai
Courts buildings, and authorizing the “Beit Al Khair” Society to

spend it on university students who are children of the needy.

“Beit Al Khair” Society was launched from Dubai, and developed rapidly, turning into one of the most important

charitable institutions that won the trust of society in emirate, for its humanitarian role and directing its charitable

activity to support the lowest-income citizen families. Its fame extended to the seven emirates, and it began to receive

requests for assistance from Northern Emirates, so it expanded its activities and established advanced branches in

emirates of Fujairah, Ras Al Khaimah, Ajman and Hatta. However, Dubai branch remained the first nucleus of charitable

operations at the headquarters in the Al Raqqa neighborhood first, and then in Nahda Dubai after the Society moved

to its offices in the first Al Nahda Endowment. Thus, Dubai branch was the first branch to receive the largest volume

of requests for assistance that were flowing from Dubai, Hatta, and Sharjah, until it was administratively separated

from the headquarters on February 18, 2013 and treated as an independent branch.

Growth and Development

Today, Dubai branch covers the areas of Al Barsha, Al Awir, Al
Lisaili, Jumeirah, Al Nahda, Al Qusais, Manama, Al Hamriya, Bu
Hail, Hor Al Anz, Al Twar, Fareej Al Marar, Al Muhaisnah, Naif,
Al Muragabat, Al Wuheida, Hamdan District, Police District, Al
Muteena, Al Raqqa, Al Baraha, Al Mamazar, in addition to most
areas of Emirate of Sharjah, except for some remote areas
such as Al Dhaid, Kalba, and Khor Fakkan, and the branch has

witnessed a boom in performance and giving.

Active Role

Dubai branch bears the brunt of the activity of “Beit Al Khair”
Society, as it is located in Emirate of Dubai, where its activity
began 35 years ago, and it achieved reputation and success, and
benefited from its economic and societal activity, and the size
of the partnerships that the Society has woven there, which
numbered more than 50 governmental, community, charitable,
financial, and private entities, led by Dubai Islamic Bank,
the strategic partner, and other institutions whose activities
are limited to Dubai, such as Dubai Police, the Community
Development Authority, the Permanent Committee for Workers,
and other entities that transfer numbers of eligible people to
Dubai branch, to receive their share of assistance, the total
number of requests for assistance received by the branch

reached 3,591 requests via the website and smart application,

in addition to 8,250 office requests, and the number of new
registered cases reached 1,025 cases.

Team Spirit

The activity in Dubai branch is managed by an integrated team,
rich in experience, which includes 7 female researchers trained
in social research and effective communication with the public,
in addition to the rest of the administrative and accounting staff
who are skilled in their tasks, where everyone works in a team
spirit, keen to make customers and beneficiaries happy, and
they bear the greatest burden in receiving requests addressed to
the Beit Al Khair Society, studying them carefully and impartially,
recommending appropriate assistance and referring them to

decision-making committees.

66% of the Society’s Giving

Data from Dubai branch indicate that what it spent during the
year 2023 amounted to AED 53,267,691, from which 12,340
families and individuals benefited, bringing its total spending
since its establishment to AED 1,855,878,867, from which
344,739 families and individuals benefited, including thousands
of low-income national families who received cash assistance on
a monthly basis, Dubai branch’s spending represents 66% of the
Society’s total giving since its founding, which by the end of 2023
exceeded 2 billion and 799 million dirhams, which reflects the

important role that Dubai branch played in the Society’s journey.
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Sharjah Award for the Fourth Time

This is the fourth time that Beit Al Khair has won the Sharjah
Voluntary Work Award. Beit Al Khair succeeded in winning this
award in 2004, then won it for the second time in 2012 in the
category of volunteer societies and non-profit institutions, and
won it for a third time in 2016 in the category of creating volunteer
opportunities. Today, the Society strengthens its position and
leadership by winning the Sharjah Award for Voluntary Work -
NGO Category - the Best NGO Award, which it richly deserved, by
decision of a distinguished jury consisting of a group of experts in
volunteer and humanitarian work.

Leading Charitable Organization

Beit Al Khair’s victory in the Sharjah Voluntary Work Award as
the best civil society organization constitutes an achievement
that culminates the Society’s 35-year journey of giving and good
performance, after it won last year the “Leading Charitable
Organization” award organized by the Department of Islamic
Affairs and Charitable Activities in Dubai. It took first place, alone,
among the charities operating in Emirate, within the internal
excellence competition, which confirmed the leadership of “Beit Al
Khair” in terms of its institutional system that has won the highest
quality certificates, and its growing giving. During its career, the
Society spent two billion and 797 million dirhams, which went to

the neediest people, in accordance with best practices.

The Best Civil Society

“Beit Al Khair” deserved to win the Sharjah Voluntary Work
Award as the best civil society organization because it fulfilled all
the requirements for winning and achieved the best standards of
excellence and leadership. At the leadership level, the Society has
developed a coherent and effective institutional administrative
system that adheres to the laws and rules of charitable work in
accordance with tolerant Sharia and the legislation regulating
volunteer and humanitarian work, through an integrated
organizational structure, it achieves the highest degree of
interaction, streamlined decisions, and activates tasks, led by a
rational board of directors that includes a number of pioneers in

charitable and community work.

Excellence and Sustainability Strategy

The Society won the Sharjah Volunteer Work Award because of
its strategy based on providing the best charitable services to
improve the lives of the lowest-income citizen families and make
vulnerable and needy cases happy, and its keenness to achieve
sustainability through smart and well-established charitable
solutions, foremost of which is developing endowments,
diversifying charitable resources, and providing the material,
human and technical capabilities to improve Friday work, achieve
digital transformation, and adopt electronic services and smart

applications.

Innovation, Flexibility and Proactive

The management of “Beit Al Khair” was keen to encourage
creativity and innovative ideas, and proceeded to take proactive
steps and initiatives that accommodate changes and keep pace with
developments in a manner consistent with future strategic visions
and goals. It worked to motivate employees and encourage them
to innovate charitable projects and solutions, opened the doors
of the initiative to every employee, and launched unprecedented
charitable services, the latest of which is the “Help to Be Happy”
service, which allows the donor to choose a poor, needy person who
is embarrassed to ask, to nominate him to the Society and provide
him with possible assistance through the Society, which it provides

to him with kindness and professionalism.

Extensive Investment in Charitahle
Media

“Beit Al Khair” won for its extensive media investment in promoting
the charity’s message through print, audio and visual means and
social networking sites to disseminate news and achievements
of volunteer and humanitarian work, raise charitable issues and
promote various projects, campaigns and initiatives, through
its monthly paper newsletter, which has become electronic, its
weekly radio broadcast, the introductory and promotional videos
it publishes that enhance its daily activity, and the humanitarian
platforms that have succeeded in increasing donations through
widely influential radio and television channels, to rally around it

more benefactors, supporters, and partners.

strengthening National Indicators

“Beit Al Khair” Society seeks to support community efforts through
the charitable and humanitarian services it provides to about 60,000
families and cases documented in its database. The Society annually
implements 27 projects that provide charitable services to target
groups in various fields. They are classified into 6 main programs,
keeping pace with relevant national agenda indicators, especially an
indicator of cohesion and solidarity and raising the happiness index

of beneficiaries.

Support Community Efforts

It obtained the “ISO” certificate for social responsibility in
accordance with Specification 26000, alone among civil society
organizations within the country, for its support of health efforts
through the “Treatment” project and its financing platforms that
collect donations for patients suffering from critical conditions,
and its contribution to supporting education through the “Tayseer”
project to support needy students at various stages, and contribute
to protecting the ecosystem through the project to collect used and
surplus clothes, leather and personal belongings amounting to tons,
and support resident workers through the “Food for All” project,
they are provided weekly and (daily in Ramadan) with integrated

community meals.

Sustainahility Strategy

Beit Al Khair’ Society’s vision for the endowment is based on a
fixed strategy, the reasons for which were strengthened with the
development of economic and social conditions. The Society’s
Board of Directors paid attention to the importance of ensuring
sustainability, due to the difficulties that resulted from the
recurrence of global crises that affected Emirati society, as in the
global financial crisis that struck the world in 2008 and the crises
caused by the Corona pandemic in 2020 and 2021, it adhered
more to the sustainability approach, and adopted a new vision
for its strategic plan 2022-2026, which stipulates “sustainable
development of charitable, humanitarian and community work.”

To achieve this, it was necessary to develop its endowments in

quantity and quality.
