The founders
were so passionate to chip in easing the suffering
of fellow citizens and assisting anyone in need for
help once they prove eligible.

project during the month of fasting, which works every year to re-
vive the year of “breaking the fast” through Ramadan tents, more
of which are being prepared, and will provide rich meals to break
the fast for fasting resident workers in cooperation with the Per-
manent Committee for Workers in Dubai, pointing out that the
Society is honored every year by a blessed group of partners who
support our Ramadan campaigns in general, including no less than
25 companies and institutions who prefer and contribute to sup-
porting Ramadan breakfasts.”

Seven Star Service

Saeed Mubarak Al Mazrouei, Deputy Director General of “Beit Al
Khair” Society spoke in response to Al Falasi’s question about the
“Seven Stars” service. He explained that the Society launched the
same to help emergency and urgent cases, and it has a team ca-
pable of acting and has a budget under its hand to assist after the
administration’s approval of the case by phone, especially on vaca-
tion days, or when an emergency occurs that requires immediate
assistance, Al Mazrouei explained the importance of this service
to accelerate the emergency aid project, which seeks to relieve the
distress of every needy person who knocks on the Society’s doors
when we are certain that they are suffering from a crisis caused by
a lack of resources or is facing a shortage in the basics of life that
their income cannot meet, noting that Ramadan is the month of
compassion, and the expectations of those in need are high, due
to their confidence in the spirit of solidarity in a generous society,
and that their fellow philanthropists, male and female, will rush to
support them during the holy month.

Support for Debtors and Patients

Al-Awadhi commented, adding that the Society allocated AED 4
million in this campaign to release the largest possible number of
citizens in debt, whether men or women, who were imprisoned due
to debts they could not pay, after settling their situations with the
correctional penal institutions so that they could return to their
homes, families, and loved ones in these blessed days, and they
spend what they can of Ramadan and Eid al-Fitr. He also pointed
to the “Treatment” project, which will be promoted through epi-

sodes of “Zayed Al Khair” program that will be broadcast on Radio
Al Oula, in addition to the electronic Fazaa campaigns that will
collect aid for patients in need through social media.

Digital Donation and Smart Home-safes

Regarding the question about the latest technologies that the
Society use in collecting donations, Muhammad Ali Bourahima,
Assistant General Manager, answered and explained that “Beit
Al Khair” Society is moving towards digitizing its financial proce-
dures, to increase the reassurance of donors and partners about
the accuracy of receiving and disbursing their donations, and
he announced that the Society has begun to replace traditional
Home-safes with smart Home-safes, and this year it will deploy
200 smart Home-safes, which operate by receiving alms by touch-
ing the Home-safe screen with bank and credit cards. He praised
the digital development that the country is experiencing, which
has allowed charitable work this remarkable and important de-
velopment.

Partner in Good

Regarding the partners’ support for “Beit Al Khair” Society Ra-
madan campaigns, Al-Awadhi said: “We have strategic partners
who have never failed to support the Society, led by Dubai Islamic
Bank, which has accompanied the Society’s journey since its in-
ception, and graciously provides, through the Community Support
Unit, no less than AED 20 Million annually in zakat funds for us to
spend on those who deserve the same. There are permanent part-
ners with whom we cooperate in specific aspects of their activi-
ties, such as the Dubai Police, Dubai Roads & Transport Author-
ity, Al Faraj Fund, Dubai Academic Health Corporation, Fujairah
Foundation For Region Development, and others. The Society is
also proud to have woven a network of medical partnerships to
support patients in need who will find intensive support in Ra-
madan. He continued, saying: “We are confident of the support of
our partners, philanthropists and honorable benefactors, and it is
an occasion for us to extend our sincere thanks and appreciation
to them for their generous giving and cooperation with us every
year.”
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Distinguished Career

Member of the Board of Directors of “Beit Al Khair” Society, Mirza
Hussain Al Sayegh, participated in the dialogue, and praised the
Society’s successful and distinguished journey, and its wise lead-
ership that founded and led the Society, led by its founder and
Chairman of the Board of Directors, Juma Al Majid, and the Vice
Chairman of the Board of Directors, Chairman of the Executive
Committee, Khalifa Juma Al Naboodah, which were among the
reasons that attracted the late Sheikh Hamdan bin Rashid, may
God have mercy on him, to effective and fruitful cooperation with
“Beit Al Khair” Society, pleading mercy on the late great man,
who had unique and distinguished charitable interests such as
assistance, embracing people of determination, his support for
limited-income national families, and his admiration for the so-
cial research approach adopted by “Beit Al-Khair” Society through
qualified female researchers who not only welcomed the person in
need, but also visited their at their homes to assess their circum-
stances and the extent of his deserving of assistance.

59 Million in Ramadan

Regarding the campaign budget, Al-Awadhi explained that the So-
ciety’s management set a goal for its Ramadan campaign, “A Rec-
ognized Right” to spend AED 59 million until the end of Ramadan,
a remarkable increase over last year’s spending of about AED 16
million. He stated that this budget is strong and influential, and he
announced the estimated budget for this campaign, which includ-
ed AED 6 million for Ramadan Meer project, 7.5 million for Iftar
project for the fasting person, 2 million for Zakat al-Fitr project,
4 million for Al Gharmin project, and 6.9 million for monthly cash
assistance and 33 million for emergency aid.

60 Thousand Families and Cases

Al-Awadhi added that the campaign, which began its activities on
the first of Rajab, will continue until the morning of Eid al-Fitr,
stressing that the campaign is open to everyone in need in UAE,
as the Society has a database of about 60,000 families and needy
cases, and the eligible ones will benefit during the holy month
from a package of Ramadan projects, which were prepared to de-
light registered citizen families and deserving vulnerable groups,
stressing that the Society had prepared for this campaign all the
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reasons for success, and had chosen for it an experienced cam-
paign management committee and a trained field team of 50 em-
ployees and volunteers.

Ramadan Projects

Al-Awadhi stressed “Beit Al Khair” Society’s firm commitment to
support the lowest-income and most fortunate citizen families,
who will be the first beneficiaries of the Ramadan project pack-
age, most notably Ramadan Meer, which has become the main
pillar of the Society’s activity in Ramadan, and which is derived
from the noble verse in the biography of Joseph »Now we can buy
more food for our family. We will watch over our brother«. The
Meer is to supply the family and provide the food it needs. “Beit Al
Khair” Society was the first to launch the Ramadan Meer Project
30 years ago, which provides the food supplies necessary for the
family to break the fast throughout the month, and which will be
distributed to those entitled to it before Ramadan in the form of
purchasing cards. The value of the card ranges from AED 1,000 -
3,000, depending on the number of family members, or via UAE
ID, which enables beneficiaries to receive their food allocations
from cooperative societies and Union Society according to doc-
umented statements.

“Help to Be Happy”

Al-Awadhi revealed a new initiative under the name “Help to Be
Happy,” which is an electronic service that was added within “Beit
Al Khair” Society smart application for donating food supplies.
He called on the head of information technology at the Society,
Aidroos Ahmed, to provide a detailed explanation of the same,
which he explained that it allows the donor to participate in choos-
ing the needy person whom he would like to help, knowing that
he may refrain from asking despite his difficult circumstances, so
the benefactor determines the value of the food coupon that he
wishes to provide to him, and informs the Society of the name and
address of the beneficiary, so that the field team personally deliv-
ers the assistance to them, whether it is a food basket or coupons
with which to buy what they need.

Ramadan Breakfasts

Al-Awadhi stated that the Society will resume its humanitarian

does a good deed will have ten times its reward.”

The management of “Beit Al Khair” Society has done well as it chose “A
Recognized Right” as the slogan for its Ramadan campaign, to remind of
this Recognized Right, and motivates benefactors, supporters, and do-
nors to give this right away, to be spent on those who deserve it, deriving
