Caring for prisoners’ families

210 families benefited.

Caring for the families of prisoners is one of the goals of the “Aman”
program, which is a monthly program that seeks to achieve the suffi-
ciency of needy and low-income citizen families, so that they can live a
decent life, in line with the average economic level in society, the families
of prisoners and the social and economic impacts that result from the
absence of their breadwinner in prison are one of the components of
families entitled to this support provided by the program. They receive
cash and food assistance on a monthly basis, until the prisoner is re-
leased and returns to his normal life and performs his productive work,
and if he is unable to find work, assistance continues for him and his
family, as long as the income resources do not meet the minimum level
for a decent and comfortable life. The total aid spent by the Society this
year on prisoners’ families amounted to 659,622 dirhams, from which

Humanitarian Issue

Some may think that assisting a prisoner may under-
mine the goal that the street envisages of legal punish-
ment. However, the fact is, that the punishment inflicted
on the prisoner is proportional to what he committed,
but his family, they are innocent of what he committed,
so, Society must embrace and care for the families of
prisoners in order to alleviate the impact of the absence
of the breadwinner on them. Therefore, “Beit Al Khair”
Society took the initiative to bear part of this burden
and its evidence within the projects for needy fami-
lies, and it entered into a partnership with the “Al Faraj
Fund” to release prisoners, especially those with high
indebtedness due to faltering trade or the accumulation
of debt, in cooperation with the penal and correctional
institutions in each emirate in accordance with the rules
regulating the same.

“The Repentant” Initiative

“Beit Al Khair” coordinates its efforts to care for pris-
oners and their families with Dubai Police Department,
including the “Repentant Initiative”, which the Society
cooperates in implementing with the General Depart-
ment of Narcotics Control in Dubai Police, through the
program for caring for repentant individuals, who are
afflicted with addiction to this deadly poison, based on

the fact that helping this group is in the interest of UAE
society, with the aim of providing societal conditions
to help correct this category of the country’s citizens,
afflicted with drug addiction, and providing the neces-
sary support to them and their families, if they decide
to repent, to encourage them to abandon these toxins
that have destroyed their health and caused misery for
their families, wives, and children, and to convince them
that repentance will save them the high cost of addic-
tion, which prompts them to spend their resources on
this reprehensible habit at the expense of the family’s
sustenance, needs, happiness, and cohesion.

Gharmen Project

“Beit Al Khair” helps some families of prisoners by solv-
ing the problem of the prisoner himself, and works to
release him in cooperation with the penal correctional
institutions in each emirate, through the Al-Gharmen
Project, which is a project dedicated to lifting debts
from debtors, or prisoners who were imprisoned due to
financial debts, which they were unable to pay. Spending
on this project until the end of October amounted to
AED 1,703,381, from which 22 citizen prisoners bene-
fited. They returned to their families, and their release
and the payment of the debts that had accumulated on
their shoulders brought joy to their homes, and joy to
the hearts of their children and families.

Every Act of
Goodness Is Charity

Goodness is a vast ocean of good deeds, “And those
who believe and do righteous deeds - those are the
companions of Paradise.” Therefore, the broadest
definition of goodness was his saying, may God’s
prayers and peace be upon him, in Sahih Al-Bukhari:
“Every act of goodness is charity”. Its meaning is that
charity is not limited to what a person gives from his
money, but rather in every voluntary work and every
positive action, no matter how simple. Hence, the one
who indicates goodness is like the one who does it,
and there is a reward for every one with a moist liver,
and faith is “seventy-two branches, the best of which
is saying there is no god but Allah, and the least of
which is removing harm from the way.”

Accordingly, goodness is a culture and vision that is
broader than a philanthropist who gives his money
to the needy, and it extends to every good deed that
benefits the whole. Rather, it is the movement of soci-
ety with all its individuals and groups towards achiev-
ing interdependence, solidarity and compassion, each
according to his ability and ability. Here comes the
role of those who do not have money to also contrib-
ute strongly to charitable works. He may be able to
help the elderly or people of determination, or he may
be a professor who volunteers to strengthen the chil-
dren of the needy, thus enhancing their educational
attainment and helping to prepare them for their fu-
ture. They may contribute to the future through their
volunteering and the provision God opens up to them.
Even a father with limited income, who may not have
the quorum for a full year, is obligated to pay zakat,
and he may not have more than his need, so he gives a
lot of charity, and he raised his children to love good- e
ness, and instilled in them the love of volunteering
and giving, so God Almighty gave them success in
the coming days, so they succeeded and became en-
riched, so they spent in good causes what they could,
so the credit for their giving goes to the father who
raised them, or the mother who instilled in them the
love of goodness, and they will receive a reward simi-
lar to that of their children who lavished charity.

In conclusion, “But deeds are in intentions,” and “may
be one dirham is greater than a hundred thousand
dirhams.”. If each of us exerts what we can in terms of

money, effort, thought, or volunteerism to help oth-
ers and serve society, small or large, we will achieve
the highest levels of solidarity. “Do not belittle any
good deed - as stated in the hadith - even meeting
your brother with a cheerful face.”
