To be a charity worker

The integrity, honesty and purity may be the“fundamental conditions of
those working in the charity field. They are entrusted with the collection and
distribution of the aid to those who are entitled to it. They are necessary, but
not sufficient conditions.

This is due to the fact that charitable work is a humanitarian work mainly
depends upon feeling the agony of the others and their needs. In fact, it is a
creative kind of work which requires imagination and innovation. A serious
work that needs an intelligent skill and forecast; otherwise how those
working in the charity arena could draw a line between people in real need
and beggars?? And how can they assess the real needs of the needy till he/
she attains the degree of sufficiency which restores him/her balance as a
human being. Also, how could they utilize the charity work by transferring the
needy from being a burden to the funds of the charity (which they exhaust by
spending) to coOoperating producers who they help them by their activities?
When a needy came to the Prophet (God’s blessings and Peace be upon him)
looking for an aid, he offered him a work opportunity and said to him (Go and
cut the wood and | don’t want to see you for fifteen days). So, he proceeded to
cut and sell the wood and came back and in his possession ten dirhams.
Today the charity work has an additional value justifying the real human
effort of charity work. If a needy comes to you and you become sure of his/her
inability to pay a rental value, your role will not come to an end by the payment
of such rental value of his/her behalf. But, your imagination should go to the
extent of such needy that came to such inability. He/she more unable to treat
his/her son medically to obtain the food for his/her family. The additional
value is to treat him/her as a human being in his/her catastrophe and he/her
has responsibilities. In this way, you will support him/her. You need to inquire
about his/her health and home affairs. If you cannot provide all his/her needs,
the inquiry may satisfy him/her. It may be sufficient to him/her to award him/
her some care which makes him her as a brother/sister and a human being
and not as an intruding person. The inquiry may reveal new aspects for the
charity work which you can do and which he/she deserves. If you cannot do
it, you may direct him/her to a solution or a way. You are, as a person working
in a humanitarian arena, concerned with him/her as a human being and not a
carrier of the aid.

In this issue, effective words uttered by our guest Mr. Abdul Razak Abdullah,
CEO of Dubai Islamic Humanitarian Foundation” to the effect that those in
charge of the charity societies shall recognize their duties vis-a-vis the needy.
They need to avoid any embarrassment preserve their dignity and avoid
humiliation’ they must perform their humanitarian work perfectly. As “Allah
will be pleased with those who try to do their work in a perfect way “.
