Having inherited the spirit of giving from its founding leader, Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al Nahyan, may Allah have 

mercy on him, the UAE leaders and people have, ever since, been committed to charity work, ranking first in 

humanitarian work worldwide. Last year, the UAE leaped from the 19th place in the list of donor countries for 

humanitarian aid to first place, as announced by the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development 

(OECD) last April. 

According to the statistics issued by the OECD, the UAE donated US $ 5.2 billion of aid, increasing by 375% 

compared with 2012, a matter which is considered an unparalleled cultural achievement. 

As for the internal relief efforts, the UAE has made great strides with regard to the development of social 

responsibility at all levels. It has done so through the establishment of active community-based organisations

After the issuance of the Federal Law on the National and 

Reserve Service, Beit Al Khair Society encouraged the youth of 

the needy and low-income families to join the service, regarding 

it as an opportunity to invest in the energies of the unemployed 

family members, in addition to its role in promoting the sense of 

belonging, sacrifice and citizenship. 

Current statistics indicate that 63 young males and females have 

joined the service up till now. There is a tendency to encourage 

more of these promising youth to join this honourable service 

that serves the national interest, and helps the volunteers to fill 

their spare time and fill the gap in their lives and in the lives of 

their families and their community. 

The tendency to join the national military service among the 

youth of the needy families reflects the kind of noble upbringing 

they received, the high sense of belonging these families have 

for their country and their leadership, and the sense of duty 

that bounds them to send their offspring to defend the honour 

of their beloved country. These factors justify the great number 

of young men joining the first batch of recruits in the national 

service. 

Thisyear, His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, 

UAE Vice President, Prime Minister and Ruler of Dubai issued the 

national service and reserve law. In a tweet announcing the news 

to the Emeriti people, he said:"The new law endorses the setting 

up a new national defence and reserve force that aims to protect 

our nation, secure its borders and preserve its achievements." In 

accordance with the provisions of the law, compulsory national 

service will be for all male citizens who are over 18 years of age or 

those who have completed high school and below 30 years old, 

and enrolment will be optional for females. 

H.H. Added "The national service training includes periods of 

military and security exercises for armed forces. It varies between 

9 months for high school graduates and two years for holders 

below secondary certificates. The UAE reserve forces will consist 

of retired armed forces' soldiers and national service programme 

graduates, stressing that protecting the nation and preserving its 

independence and sovereignty is a sacred national duty, and that 

the law will be enforced upon all eligible citizens:' H.H. further 

emphasised to the young recruits that "responding to the call 

for duty and enrolling in the armed forces centres is a matter of 

honour as our youth are the protectors, the shield of the country 

upon whose shoulders the responsibility of protecting our 

homeland lies." 

In observance of the "UAE Flag Day" and the tenth anniversary 

of the Presidency of His Highness Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al 

Nahyan, May Allah protect him, the nation also celebrated the 

national service recruits. His Highness General Sheikh Mohamed 

bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Crown Prince of Abu Dhabi and Deputy 

Supreme Commander of the U.A.E. Armed Forces, paid a visit to 

the reserve military recruits at Al Manama camp during which 

he was briefed about the National Service programme and the 

progress of the recruits. H.H. emphasised the importance of 

joining the national service and the need to support recruits. 

The national and reserve service is the key factor that will 

reinforce patriotism and the national sense of belonging among 

the UAE younger generations. It will also provide them with an 

opportunity to express the values related to their deep sense 

of national identity instilled by the late Sheik Zayed bin Sultan 

Al Nahyan, May Allah forgive him, and followed by the wise 

leadership of the UAE, the Emirates rulers- the Supreme Council 

members- and the honourable crown princes. 

Commenting on the increasing number of national service 

recruits among the needy families and cases registered in the 

society, Abdeen Taher Al-Awadi, Director General of "Belt Al 

Kheir", said "The youth joining the military institution reinforces 

their sense of belonging to their country and their society. We 

encourage our sons, especially those of the needy and low-

income families, to join the military establishment as an act 

of true manhood and patriotism; there is no bigger or nobler 

honour than to serve one's country. The national service is a 

chance to both protect one's country and provide help to his 

family. We urge them to rapidly join the national service to attain 

such high honour through making the best of their time and 

energy, in the service of their nation and for the protection of 

their union:' 

Al Awadi added that the youth's involvement in the mandatory 

national services supports the reserves of the UAE armed forces 

with new generations."Beit Al Khair", being committed to fulfil its 

mission and to provide social security to our nation, calls upon all 

eligible family members to join the national military service and 

become an asset to their country, thus achieving two objectives; 

defending their country and making good use of their time. The 

society is pleased to announce that more than 60 registered 

family members have made this accurate choice. 

For his part, Saeed Mubarak Al Mazrouei, Society Deputy Director 

General, said: "As a citizen, I can see the union tree deeply rooted 

once more through the accurate and honest decision to issue the 

National Service Act based on the wisdom passed down to us 

from His Highness Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al Nahyan, President 

of the State and his brother, His Highness Sheikh Mohammed 

bin Rashid Al Maktoum, UAE Vice President, Prime Minister and 

Ruler of Dubai, and their brothers, the members of the Supreme 

Council, Rulers of the Emirates, may Allah protect them. 

In this respect, I am overwhelmed byfeelings of joy and happiness 

on the remembrance of the call-up for duty my colleagues and 

I received to join the armed forces. As per our customs and 

traditions, a call from the head of the country can only be met

--geit Al Kheir society is a humanitarian 
beneficial society established in 1989. It 
aims at funding and giving in kind helps 
to the needy and aggrieved helping poor 
students and spending money in different 
fields of charity. It has branches in Ras Al 
Khaima and Fujeirah and supervises the 
Al Maktoum charitable centers. 
The society's most important pro-
grams and project are:  Money of 
Zakat: It is a comprehensive program in 
which alms are collected from those who 
would like to give them out to the society. It 
spends the alms in their legitimate outlets 
following the verses of Quran and gives 
them to the cases registered in the society 
and who are in real need after the social 
research department has become sure 
that they really deserve it. 
Public Charity Program:  It aims at 
collecting all kinds of charities and dona-
tions for the sake of the cases registered 
in Beit Al Kheir including low income fami-
lies, chaste families and others who de-
serve help such as widows, divorced and 
abandoned ladies, old people and families 
of prisoners. 
Ongoing Charity Program: it col-
lects money for projects with continuous 
incomes for deserving cases, such as vari-
ous endowments which provides the so-
ciety with continuous incomes, the house 
equipment project and the house mainte-
nance project for repairing the houses of 
the cases. 
House Equipment Project:  Through 
this project the society provides chaste 
families and registered cases in Beit Al 
Kheir with main electrical appliances such 
as air conditions and refrigerators and 
equipment vital to any family as the ovens, 
stoves and other important equipment 
they cannot afford. 
The Bookshop Project:  It belongs 
to the student program. It aims at help-
ing students from chaste and low income 
families and families of orphans. It pro-
vides the deserving student with essential 
school needs through scholastic coupons 

by which he can buy his school materials 
by himself. 
The Foodstuffs Project:  It aims at 
providing families and deserving cases 
with foodstuffs that helps families to live 
decently like other prosperous families 
especially in important seasons like the 
month of Ramadan. 
The Orphans Fund:  It aims at provid-
ing essential financial resources for taking 
care of orphans within the countries who 
lost their parents and haven't yet come 
to age and who are in real need of help. 
People who want to help this category buy 
special coupons to finance the fund. 
Expiation for the Oath:  This program 
collects the amount of the expiation that 
Allah stated for violating one's oath and 
distributing it among the poor and low in-
come persons who really deserve it in the 
form of financial help or foodstuffs. 
The Handicapped Project:  it takes 
care of those with special needs provid-
ing them with their medicines and medical 
chairs and equipment that make their lives 
easier like those who are in their same age.
