It aims to set a distinguished
national model for humanitarian and commu-
nity work, embodying the verse ‘So let whoever
aspires to this strive «diligently» Therefore, it
continually seeks to adopt best practices, metic-
ulously selects those most in need, and adheres
to a rigorous accounting system governed by
the strictest rules of governance. This commit-
ment is evidenced by international 1ISO quality
certifications awarded to the Society, as well as
prestigious awards where it has consistently se-
cured first place. Most notably, it received the
Award for Best Charitable Performance in the
Arab World, professionally adjudicated by the
Arab Administrative Development Organization
affiliated with the Arab League, among compe-
tition from 156 participating charitable and hu-
manitarian organizations.

The Pioneer

Beit Al Khair’s journey has been marked by
initiative, innovation in charitable ideas, and
solutions, making it a pioneer in designing nu-
merous social projects. These initiatives have
significantly contributed to enhancing happi-
ness indices and community cohesion. Exam-
ples include the ‘the Ramadan Meer’ concept,
providing aid through limited-value bank cards,
the ‘Food for AIl' project supporting resident
workers, and and “monetize” the value of used
“clothes”, through the “Malabes” electronic ap-
plication, which collects used clothes and col-
lectibles, and sells them to recycling companies
to spend the proceeds on supporting education
and caring for families. Additionally, projects
like the “Save the electronic blessing” and the

‘Help to be Happy’ service aid the needy and
destitute. These groundbreaking ideas earned
Beit Al Khair the ISO Certification for Social
Responsibility, distinguishing it uniquely among
charitable organizations in the country.

Digitalization

Beit Al Khair was at the forefront of digitiz-
ing its electronic structure in 2010, among the
first charitable organizations to respond to the
call from His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin
Rashid Al Maktoum, who encouraged the shift
to smart systems. The Society launched several
smart applications and electronic services to fa-
cilitate remote donations, accept assistance re-
quests, electronically assess eligibility, transfer
aid to beneficiaries through bank accounts, and
expedite the delivery of emergency aid to the
needy wherever they are and all the time 24/7.

Achieving sustainability

Beit Al Khair has excelled in promoting sus-
tainability to ensure the secure continuity of
its charitable and community work. The Society
has pioneered ideas and initiatives to enhance
the flow of financial resources and donations,
notably through charitable endowments. It has
actively developed its endowment portfolio, es-
tablishing 24 endowments to date with plans for
further expansion.

It has also set up various external
sites and piggy banks to receive donations, in-
cluding the recent introduction of the smart

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Beit Al Khair achieved first place in the Sharjah Award for Voluntary Work as the best civil society organization in UAE, and
also secured top honors in the Excellence Award organized by the Islamic Affairs and Charitable Activities Department in Dubai,
earning the title of ‘Leading Charitable Organization’ within less than a year. This accolade crowns the Society’s journey since its
establishment in 1989 by a group of philanthropists and prominent media figures in Dubai, reinforcing its success story in the
realms of charity and community. The Society’s management has always emphasized fair competition in the charitable field, striv-
ing consistently to lead and achieve top performance and generosity, in line with the spirit of Dubai as envisioned by His Highness
Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice President and Prime Minister of UAE, Ruler of Dubai, who famously said, “we will
never settle for anything less than first place”.

Fujairah branch is considered as Beit Al Khair’s
first branch established outside Dubai, marking
the Society’s inaugural official presence in the
Northern Emirates. After being known for its in-
fluential role, the Society aims to support and as-
sist Emirati families across the country. Fujairah
branch is distinguished by its interaction with its
social surroundings and its cooperation with Fu-

jairah government, its institutions, and relevant

entities. The branch is operated by a dedicated
team familiar with Fujairah’s community dynam-
ics, addressing the needs of low-income families
and vulnerable groups. It serves Fujairah Emir-
ate, the East Coast, and some adjacent areas of
Sharjah, including also Fujairah Financing Office,
which supervising the fundraising.

Generous support

Fujairah branch adheres to the charitable laws and policies
established by Fujairah government, in alignment with the di-
rectives of Beit Al Khair’s Board of Directors. The board con-
sistently expresses gratitude to His Highness Sheikh Hamad
bin Mohammed Al Sharqi, Member of the Federal Supreme
Council, Ruler of the Emirate of Fujairah, may Allah protect him,
for his charitable and humanitarian efforts, and his generous
support.

Development of endowments

The collaborative efforts between Beit Al Khair and Fujairah
government focus on developing endowments, which ensure
the sustainability of the charitable branch and its activities in
the Emirate. The new Fujairah Endowment represents the latest
milestone in this cooperation. It is currently being constructed
in Mohammed bin Zayed City on land graciously granted by His
Highness the Ruler of Fujairah, covering an area of 375 square
meters. The endowment building comprises a ground floor and
seven additional floors, including 35 apartments and 7 com-
mercial units. This new endowment joins two other important
ones established by the Society in Fujairah: the first, an old-
er one housing Fujairah branch headquarters, and the second,
the Dibba Al Fujairah Endowment, which opened in 2010 on a
900-square-meter plot of land, with a construction cost of AED
18 million.

Remarkable Results

Over the past quarter-century since its establishment, Fujairah
branch has achieved remarkable results. The branch manage-
ment successfully forged several agreements and partnerships,
notably renewing a partnership agreement with Fujairah Char-
ity Association since 2009, one of the oldest charitable orga-
nizations in the country.

The Society
played a leading role during COVID-19 crisis, spending
AED 100.4 million, distributing 3.2 million meals, and
more than 22,000 food baskets, and received gratitude
and appreciation from the wise leadership.
