The emergency aid project, which seeks to
relieve the distress of every person in need
who knocks on the Society’s doors, occupies
the largest portion of the “ Recognized right”
campaign’s budget, which amounts to AED 33

Debtors are a priority during Ramadan,
because debtors are one of the sources of
zakat that are spent a lot in the holy month.
Because the duty of solidarity and compassion
requires supporting prisoners who are serving
prison sentences due to financial debts, in

the hope that they will be able to join their

In addition to projects allocated for Ramadan,
the monthly cash support project will continue
for families that receive financial assistance
on a monthly basis, in addition to supporting
families of orphans and families of people
of determination, as part of the Society’s

permanent commitment to supporting the

families and loved ones, and enjoy Ramadan
and Eid with them and feel solidarity with
them, the Society has allocated AED 4 Million
to support those people in cooperation with
the Faraj Fund and the penal correctional

institutions.

families, in addition to the special Ramadan
and seasonal support that these families will
receive, the Society has allocated an amount
of AED 6.9 Million for this monthly support

during the campaign.
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It aims to secure the food needs of needy and
low-income families, and to provide all their
food requirements throughout the month of
Ramadan, so that they can live in a happy and
reassured atmosphere in the Holy Month.
The idea of Ramadan food is derived from
the noble verse in the biography of Joseph
(Now we can buy more food for our family.
We will watch over our brother). “Meer” is to
supply the family and provide the food they
need. “Beit Al Khair” Society was the first
to launch the Ramadan donation. Ramadan

Meer is disbursed during the third ten days

It aims to provide breakfast meals for
individuals who do not have the opportunity
to break the fast within their families, and to
hold breakfast tables for them in mosques.
The Society also sets up Ramadan tents to
break the fast for workers in places where
they gather, such as workers’ compounds and

housing, in cooperation with the Permanent

It is zakat that God Almighty has prescribed
in the month of Ramadan, which the spender
pays on behalf of himself and those he is
obligated to care for, and is distributed in the
form of packages of good quality rice with
appropriate amounts of cash. It is a legal
duty that the head of the family undertakes
on behalf of himself and those whom he is

obligated to care for, such as wife and children

of Shaban through Emirates Identity, as
the Society’s management provides these
approved cooperatives and malls with lists
that include the names of the heads of the
beneficiary families or those authorized to
receive the same. The beneficiary only has to
present Emirates Identity to buy whatever he
wants at the value determined for his family
and according to his need or desire. The value
of the Meer ranges from AED 1,000 to 3,000,
depending on the number of family members.
Beit Al Khair Society has initially allocated
AED 6 Million for this project.

The
Society provides the same in cash and in kind
by distributing packages of rice, and at the
value determined by the legal authorities in
the country according to each emirate, and
announced before Eid, to be distributed in the
last week of Ramadan for the beneficiaries
to enjoy during Eid. Beit Al Khair has initially
allocated AED 2 Million for this project.



“Recognized Right” Campaign
Enhances Its Preparations to Implement
Ramadan Projects

“Beit Al Khair” Society Ramadan campaign, “Recognized Right” continued its
preparations to implement the package of projects prepared by the Society to
support and delight registered needy families and eligible cases during the holy
month. These Ramadan projects aim primarily to provide food support, which meet
the needs of the beneficiaries in Ramadan, so that they can enjoy the social and
devotional atmosphere in the month of fasting, without feeling the burden of these
needs that may burden them, and they strive to provide the same despite their
limited means, so that they can live with their children and their families the social
and spiritual joy of the month, as the most fortunate and blessed homes experience
the same, and they spread joy and happiness in their souls during the upcoming Eid

al-Fitr. The Society has allocated AED 59 million for Ramadan campaign projects

The agenda included certifying the minutes of previous
meetings and approving the same, discussing the auditor’s
financial report and approving the same, approving the
estimated budget of 2024 and approving the final account of
2023, during which the Society’s total spending on charitable
projects amounted to AED 130,550,709, 30,035 families and

individuals benefited from the same.

The annual account report of 2023 stated that Beit Al Khair’s
spending from zakat funds amounted to AED 62,155,270, at a
rate of 48% of the volume of public spending, while spending
from charity funds amounted to AED 68,395,439, at a rate of
52% of the gross total, and that the number of beneficiaries
reached 23,486 families and cases, of which 992 low-income
citizen families received cash assistance on a monthly basis,
while the number of families and cases that received lump-sum

seasonal and emergency aid reached 22,494 families and cases.

The Society annually implements a package of charitable
projects amounting to 27 projects distributed over 6 programs,
the first of which is “Aman” program to support the lowest-
income national families, on which the volume of spending
amounted to AED 11,073,200. It also provides food support to
families in addition to monthly cash support, which amounted
to AED 1,166,722. It also includes sponsoring and supporting
the families of orphans, for which spending amounted to AED
7,654,579. This support is provided to the families through
the Society’s five branches in Dubai, Hatta, Fujairah, Ras Al
Khaimah, and Ajman, after ensuring their eligibility for this
support through trained and experienced female researchers

in social research.

Beit Al Khair’s interest in the lowest-income national families
comes from its commitment to social responsibility, and in
implementation of its strategic plan (2022-2026) based on
sustainability and increasing human growth, which placed at
the forefront of its goals “improving the living conditions of
the lowest-income national families,” so it added the “Hafiz”
program to the monthly support program for families by
supporting families’ housing with a total of AED 16,132,779,

most of which went to support young families, including

providing household and electrical supplies worth AED 149,546,
and maintaining some homes for needy families worth AED
136,554. The Society also contributed, through its “Education”
program, to support education of children of low-income and
needy families at a value of AED 6,979,428.

Beit Al Khair Society pay close attention to humanitarian and
community support to families and cases most in need, through
the “Fazaa” program, which is concerned with alleviating the
distress and suffering of thousands of families and cases who
suffer from incapacity and difficulty paying their life obligations
or securing their basic needs. It provided emergency aid worth
AED 30,708,610, and the humanitarian support provided
included supporting patients through the “Treatment” project
worth AED 5,526,233, and release of 00 prisoners who were
imprisoned due to financial debts, and the Society paid AED
2,862,785 for them within the debtors’ project.

The Society worked to provide additional support to families
during the seasons, especially in Ramadan. It provided
Ramadan Meer aid worth AED 5,940,762, Zakat al-Fitr worth
AED 1,825,400, and spent AED 6,750,000 on the “Iftar for the
Fasting” project, in addition to distributing food supplies to
families worth AED 5,848,520, and distributing sacrifices for the
Great Eid at a value of AED 1,216,323, and distributing sacrifices
of agates and vows through the “Nosok” project at a value of

AED 365,490.

Beit Al Khair Society provided additional assistance and
entertainment activities to make orphans happy worth AED
1,427,019, AED 3,322,367 to make senior citizens happy, and
AED 470,634 to make people of determination happy. It also
supported workers residing in their places of residence through

“Food for All” project worth AED 1,026,610.

As part of its efforts to cooperate with some initiatives and
charitable societies, the Society provided financial support to
the same amounted to AED 2,170,468, The society also spend
AED 3,804,979 on serving existing charitable programs and
projects, provided rewards and salaries to volunteers worth
AED 11,586,065, and spent AED 439,632 on some charitable

endowment projects.

The General Assembly of “Beit Al Khair” Society held its annual meeting to approve the final account of 2023.
The meeting is chaired by the Vice Chairman of the Board of Directors, Khalifa Juma Al Naboodah, Chairman of
the Executive Committee, in the presence of members of the Board of Directors, representatives of the Ministry of
Community Development and Islamic Affairs & Charitable Activities Department in Dubai, the external auditor of
the Society’s accounts, the general director, the deputy general director, assistant general director and the financial

director of the Society.
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“And whatever

It is the happiness of giving, and the joy of removing distress and suffering
from others, but the motive for this giving is no less important than its results.
The spender only gives from his money in compliance with the pleasure of the
Creator, the Almighty, so he feels that he fulfilled trust, cleared his conscience of
negligence, and did what he shall do towards those in need, including relatives,
neighbors, and the most needy. When a believer accomplishes this authentic
pillar of the true religion, whether it is paying the obligatory zakat, or giving a lot
of alms in the hope of more reward, he will have achieved the purposes of Sharia
law and benefiting people.

If the ancient commentators were alive in our time, they would have mentioned
in the introduction to their interpretation of the verse, “And whatever good you
spend, it is for yourselves” that this Qur’anic text is the first text in the history
of human civilization to elevate the principle of social responsibility, which has
flourished in the modern era and has become a symbol of social development and
the most important pillar of the third sector, which has become a complement
to the public and private sectors in building societies. Spending is to restore
balance between those who have and those who have less income, and to
achieve justice so that no one complain from a bad situation or a narrow hand.

Here is “Beit Al Khair” Society addressing this societal responsibility through its
Ramadan campaign, which it runs under the title “Recognized right” to remind
those who are able of their duty towards those who are unable, and to transfer
the giving of philanthropists, benevolent, and supporters to families with lower
incomes, widows, orphans, and vulnerable groups in society, and spend the
same on them in the month of solidarity and compassion, as the campaign
management announced that it has set its goal of spending at least AED 59
million in Ramadan to improve the livelihood of the deserving, draw a smile
on the lips of their children, and spread happiness in their homes, so that they
can enjoy the atmosphere of the holy month like their brothers in a society of

brotherhood and societal harmony.
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
