AED 175,000 per day
in Emergency Aid

The financial report for Julyindicated that the amount
of humanitarian and emergency assistance provided by
Beit Al Khair this month amounted to 4,559,748, AED
bringing the amount of humanitarian and emergency
assistance spent by the society on the neediest people
during 2023 to July 36,767,075 AED. At an average
rate of 175 thousand AED, to act daily as emergency
assistance to lift distress from the insolvent.

This assistance came within the “Fazaa” program, which is
concerned with relieving the distress of needy families, and
cases of disability or emergency crisis. Until they are able to
overcome their plight and resume their normal lives, and
includes, in addition to the emergency support project, a
“treatment” project to help inpatients or those whose health
insurance does not cover the critical situation they have
reached. In addition, the “Garmin” project, which raises the
debts of insolvent citizens, who are over the retirement age,
unable to pay their debts, or imprisoned because of financial

receivables that they were unable to pay.

Beit Al Khair has always been committed to providing support
to the lowest-income citizen families. It is constantly working
to improve its standard of living as a strategic goal and priority
at the forefront of its charitable activity, providing the neediest
with cash assistance on a monthly basis. However, it found that
many needy families sometimes suffer from an emergency
deficit that requires urgent intervention to relieve their distress
and lift burdens that exceed their capacity. By providing an

emergency lump-sum and assistance estimated at the size of

the deficit, or to alleviate the suffering of eligible families, as

Society spends 175 thousand dirhams per day of aid.

Variety of Assistance

The interrupted and urgent assistance provided
to families and eligible cases was distributed
in the first place cash assistance to redress a
financial deficit that exceeded the capacity of
the insolvent by 14,899,483 dirhams. It provided
assistance to complete the construction,
operation or furnishing of the housing in addition
to resolving rental issues worth AED 10,132,463.
Distressed families and young families also
benefited from it, and it spent 4,249,452
dirhams in treatment, medicines and surgeries.
A tuition fee of 3,155,629 AED has been paid,
Removing debts from garmin and detainees due
to financial receivables that they were unable
to pay for 3,286,620 AED. Society also provided
516,000 AED to provide the urgent needs of
people of determination, 292,833 AED in aid for
young people planning to marry, 141,859 AED
in additional emergency aid for orphans, and

finally spent 92,736 AED to serve mosques.

Khalifa Jumaaa Al Naboodah

A pioneer in serving the nation and
institutionalizing charitable work

Bright Biography

Khalifa Jumaaa Al Naboodah was born in Dubai in 1940, and studied at Al Ahmadiya
School in Dubai, then studies at the Police College in Aden, after which he worked in the
Dubai Police, and fluctuated in administrative and leadership positions, then studied at
the College of Command and Staff of War in Cairo, after he presented military research
that applies to the needs of the United Arab Emirates. He monitors the ambitions of
the individual in his military work, and the wise leadership at the time appreciated this
effort, so they appointing him as a private assistant to the Minister of Defense. Then
undersecretary of defense with the rank of colonel and later served as a member of the

Federal National Council.

Economic figure

Khalifa Jumaa Al Naboodah consider a prominent figure in the field of financial and
business management, as he holds the position of Chairman of the commercial group
that he founded and bears his name, which includes international brands and companies
operating in many and varied fields. He was an effective member of the Dubai Economic
Council and the Board of Directors of the Dubai Chamber. The first professorship position
at the Institute of Islamic Studies at Zayed University under the name Khalifa Jumaa

Islamic economics and its role in community service.

Institution of charitable work

institutionalization of charitable work, through his rational management of the Executive
Committee emanating from the Board of Directors, which contributed during the last
decade to the development of the association and its institutional excellence, to become

Community Service

Al-Nabooda contributed to the service of the community, honored by Lieutenant
General Sheikh Saif bin Zayed Al-Nahyan, Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of Interior,
within the category of External Community Service, especially in the areas of policing,
security enhancement and community protection, and won the Sharjah Award for
Volunteerism, and played a prominent role in supporting community efforts to address
the consequences of the coronavirUS P S. “Beit alKhair” in the Social Solidarity Fund, and
its contribution alone and personally by donating 100,000 meals, equivalent to 1 million
dirhams, within the initiative of Sheikha Hind bint Maktoum, may Allah protect her, the
wife of His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, may Allah protect him,
to support the affected, quarantined and workers affected by the outbreak of the Covid

19 virus, which distributed 15 million meals.
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Beit Al Khair field team also accompanied the visit of the Assistant Undersecretary for the Inspection
Sector at the Ministry of Human Resources and Emiratisation, Mohsen Al-Nasi. To a construction site in
the Emirate of Abu Dhabi, and inspected the commitment to the application of the noon work ban, so the
team contributed to the distribution of 300 boxes of sweets and refrigerated drinks. On 300 workers, and

from the heat in the noon hours. She participated with her children in the distribution of sweets, chilled
juices and umbrellas to 300 workers. The initiative was carried out in cooperation and coordination with the

Not the least of which is the initiative “Cool Their Summer “ which
came at the request of a generous philanthropist to distribute water and chilled
juices to workers in  summer to protect them from the heat of midday.

If it were not for many were careful not to mention them or announce the amounts
that they gave or donated through the Society, we will post an honorable painting
adorned with the names of the generous benefactors, who hope for-from ALLAH
Almighty, which they give, and apologize for allowing us to announce their giving.
Charitable work is also witnessing an increasing demand from Emirati women
to practice voluntary and humanitarian work through licensed charities and
humanitarian Society. e.g., 34% of female employees work in Beit Al Khair’s
offices and its branches in Dubai, Fujairah, Ras Al Khaimah, Ajman and Hatta. The
percentage of its occupancy in leadership positions in the Society is 51%. There
are jobs entirely reserved for women, such as social workers, where the number
of female social workers, who have been proven by the experience of the Society
to be better able to understand the conditions of Emirati families and deal tactfully
with those seeking assistance, as the number of social workers who work for Beit
Al Khair is 20.

The participation of women in charitable work, an added value to the empowerment
process of the other half of the UAE society.
