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“Beit-Al Khair” Launches a new
package of initiatives

growing development in
launching initiatives and
designing charitable, com-
munity and humanitari-
an projects that cover the
needs of all target groups,
foremost of which are the
lowest-income citizen fam-
ilies and vulnerable groups
that need support. On the
strategic level, the associa-
tion strengthened means of
sustainability and developed
financing revenues so that it
can always be able to fulfill-
ing its obligations towards
the beneficiaries, and has
always been keen to innovate
and develop new charitable
and community ideas and
initiatives, keeping pace with
the requirements of institu-
tional excellence. In addition,
enhancing societal indicators
that achieve social and family
solidarity and cohesion, and
work to make the neediest

people happy.

The association is constantly working on developing its projects in accordance with eco-
nomic and societal developments. And has benefited from the digital and smart transfor-
mations witnessed in the UAE, so it achieved a breakthrough in digital transformation,
opened the doors of electronic donation and remote donation to philanthropists, began
receiving requests for assistance electronically. Developed a Green Point System to select
the most deserving beneficiaries. The Association strengthened its endowments to achieve
sustainability, and launched a number of smart applications that enrich the resources of
the association, so that it can finance its charitable projects, which exceed 25 projects,
distributed over two packages of programs. The first community solidarity programs, con-
sisting of the “Aman” program to support less citizen families. The second is the “Hafiz”
program to improve the standard of living of families, the “TALIM” program to support
students. The “Fazaa” program to relieve anguish and suffering from the most needy peo-
ple, and the second is a “happiness” package to make families and vulnerable groups happy.

New initiatives

This year, “Beit-Al Khair” launched four new initiatives that meet new needs or groups, namely:

Help be happy

It is a smart service for feeding food, with-
in the smart “Beit-Al Khair” application
available on mobile phones, so that the
benefactor can specify or choose the food
basket that he wants to donate as a gift to
the most deserving people in need. In ad-
dition, the donor can download it from the
Apple Store or Google Play, so he chooses
the value of the coupon that is consistent
with his ability or intention to donate it.
Moreover, “Help be happy” is the first
electronic platform for remote food do-
nation in the UAE, and it is expected that
it will witness the enthusiasm of benefac-
tors, both citizens and residents, due to
the popular nature of feeding food in the
UAE community. It is based on the values
of generosity, hospitality, and the hap-
piness of the less fortunate and income
in society, embodying the noble hadith:
“Your choice is he who feeds the food".

“Beit-Al Khair” branches received the attention
and support of the Board of Directors, their per-
formance was continuously developed and their
procedures updated to be easier and more equi-
table for applicants who seeking assistance. The
duty of each branch was identification of citizen-
ship families deserving support in the geographical
area, to provide cash and food aid in monthly cash.
The charity opened the way for every owner of
an urgent or compelling need to apply for assis-
tance that relieves his anguish, so the role of the
branches in serving the beneficiaries has doubled.
In addition, the total of what the charity has pro-
vided through its five branches since the beginning
of 2023 to date has reached more than 61 million
dirhams.

Citizenship families have the least -income and registered in
“House of Goodness” enjoyed the largest share of the associa-
tion’s branches and their interest, and the association’s branch-
es were keen to provide cash assistance to them monthly in
addition to food support, and the total of what these branches
spent until May is 10,624,200 dirhams,. Provided as cash as-
sistance monthly, in support of these families and their basic
needs, as the number of families benefiting from cash support
reached 4,053 families, and citizen families received food sup-
port that peaked in Ramadan, with the value of 7,086,600, AED
including Mir Ramadan and Zakat al-Fitr, bringing the number
of families benefiting from this support to 5,547 families.
