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The Society’s endowments have so far reached 23

endowments, which are invested, and their revenues are
collected annually to be spent on families and cases registered
in the Society. These endowments have developed over the 35 years
of the “Beit Al Khair” march, and before the pandemic, the association
was working to increase the endowments at the rate of an endowment
every two or three years, and completed its last endowment (the second
Al Nahda endowment) during the difficult conditions of Covid 19, and it
was fully operational last year. Most of the endowments are located in
the emirate of Dubai, and there are a small number of them in the
northern emirates, two in the emirate of Fujairah, and finally
the endowment of Ajman, which opened in 2021, and
was established within the endowment city in the

Liwara 2 area.

Jiversity/inProjects

Among the projects that can fall under the ongoing charity for the permanence of its benefit there is

the “household supplies project”, which provides basic appliances for the homes of needy families who
lack them, and the “facilitation project” to support students, which pays tuition fees for students whose
attendance at school or university has stopped due to their parents’ failure to provide these fees, so they
resume their studies. This support may be the reason for their graduation to enter the labor market, and
its reward will last, God willing. This student is still productive and useful to himself and his family. The
Society also provided these students with hundreds of tablets and laptops to enhance their achievement,
and finally there is the maintenance of the homes of the needy, and recently added a service to restore

mosques and provide some of them with air conditioners or water refrigerators.

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Charitahle[Endowment

The endowment is an ongoing charity, which has a great reward with God, and it is one of the pillars of

sustainability, because it generates stable and continuous revenues, which helps “Bayt Al Khair” support
its projects and initiatives, foremost of which is support for chaste families, educating their children, and
helping the neediest people. The Society’s board of directors has taken a decision to double the number
of endowments and maximize their feasibility so that in the future they cover 40-50% of the Society’s

financial resources and achieve their sustainability in giving.

Motivating
Benefactors and Supporters

The management of the “Bayt Al Khair” worked

on implementing the policy of the Board of Directors, so it
established large endowments in attractive and well-thought-out places,
so they were fully operational, thanks to God, such as the new endowment of
dignity, which was established in Bur Dubai near the famous Burjuman mall, and invited

the esteemed benefactors to donate to support this project, so it encouraged major donors
to donate land to establish a new endowment on it, or to donate a building as an endowment to

be invested by the “Bayt Al Khair”. There is good news about the donation of two philanthropists
with two lands, one of them with a ready-made building, and it also encouraged all benefactors

to contribute what they can, so it launched two endowment coupons at a value of 20 and 50

dirhams, and it also provided them with participation in endowment shares at a value of 100

and 500 dirhams, or follow the donation platforms for ongoing charity via the website and

smart application.
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Ongoing charity is a gift whose reward lasts until the Day of Resurrection, and it is one of the deeds whose reward

does not expire with the death of its owner, because the Messenger, may God’s prayers and peace be upon him, said:
“When the son of Adam dies, his deeds cease except from three: ongoing charity, knowledge that benefits from it, or
a righteous son who prays for him”. “Beit Al Khair” attached the utmost importance to endowments, so it built real
estate endowments to supplement the association’s resources with a source that continues to give, as long as the
endowment exists, being invested and rented, which enhanced the chances of sustainability in the Society’s resources

and giving.

Based on the definition of ongoing charity and its
broad concept, which means the perpetuity of
the benefit that charity brings about in the lives
of the beneficiaries and the reality of their society,
such as building a mosque, digging a water well,
or endowing the construction of a school.

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Charitahle

As part of its efforts to cooperate
with some charitable initiatives
and societies, the Society
provided  financial  support
amounting to 972,636 dirhams,
spent991,721 dirhamsonserving
existing charitable programs
and projects, provided rewards
and salaries to volunteers with
a value of 10,410,125 dirhams,
and spent 27,555 dirhams on
some charitable endowment

projects.

The seasonal projects included important support for the happiness of families, with a total
value of more than 16.4 million dirhams until the end of June. These projects included the
Ramadan Mir project, which spent 5,215,200 dirhams, the Zakat al-Fitr project, which spent
1,562,000 dirhams, the breaking the fast project that spent 6,750,000 dirhams, the Eid project,
which spent 1,321,900 dirhams, and finally the sacrifice project, on which the association
spent 1,300,000 dirhams.
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In conclusion, “Beit Al Khair” closed the “Education” program
for the academic year 2022-2023. The total amount spent by the
Society during the academic year to support education amounted to
7,476,564 dirhams it predominantly provided emergency assistance
to insolvent families to complete the education of their children,
distributed between the amount of 5,117,115 dirhams to pay school
fees for children of insolvent families at various stages, and the
amount of 1,793,861 dirhams to pay university fees for students in
need of support until they complete their academic achievement, in
addition to 565,588 dirhams spent to provide educational supplies
and electronic equipment and stationery to support students from

citizen and needy families with lower incomes.

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“Beit Al Khair” issued the financial report for the first half
of 2023, where the volume of the Society’s spending from
the beginning of the year until the end of June amounted
to 69,596,356 dirhams. 17,554 families and cases benefited
from it, of which 34,849,418 dirhams came from zakat funds,
and 34,746,938 dirhams were spent from charity funds.
These results included what was spent on seasonal projects,
namely Ramadan projects, sacrificial and Eid projects, which
amounted to 16,4586,500 dirhams.

Monthly support for families

The Society provided 7,142,500 dirhams in cash
assistance to needy and low-income families on a
monthly basis. This monetary giving was reinforced by
distributing monthly food aid worth 326,250 dirhams.
The Society also provided monthly support to orphan
families with a value of 4,107,756 dirhams. During
the first half of the year, registered and needy families
received food support worth 7,295,337 dirhams,
which were provided to the beneficiaries in the form

of cash coupons, definite-value cards, and in-kind aid.

Emergency Aid

The Society focused particularly during the past months
on humanitarian and community support for families,
as it provided 32,994,734 dirhams as emergency aid to
families and cases suffering from pressing humanitarian
conditions, whose owners were unable to get rid of
their suffering and complications. The humanitarian
support provided also included support for patients
through a treatment project at a value of 1,670,004
dirhams, and the payment of financial liabilities for a
number of debtors at a value of 1,095,135 dirhams.
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Zakat is an obligation from God Almighty, a person’s Islam is not complete without
paying it, and giving alms and voluntary work are among the virtues of deeds, and
they have a great reward, but at the same time, it is a useful community work that
achieves solidarity, improves the lives of the less fortunate and income, and lifts
distressed people out of despair and suffering, and achieves justice and safety.
The wisdom of zakat is that it stimulates the spirit of perseverance in production
and halal profit, so that he recovers what he paid from zakat, and preserves his
money so that it grows and does not erode from year to year, as well as charity.
Abu Musa al-Ash’ari narrated that the Prophet, may God’s prayers and peace be
upon him, said: “Every Muslim must give alms.” He said: Do you see if he does not
find it? He said: He works with his hands and benefits himself, and he gives alms.
He said: Have you seen if he is not able? He said: “He helps the needy.” He said:
“Do you see if he cannot?” He said: “He enjoins what is right or good.” He said:
“Do you see if he does not do that?” He said: He refrains from evil, for it is charity.
Therefore, just as charitable work has a great reward in the Hereafter, it has a
great social return, and tangible results in this world that the eye cannot miss,
that the researcher finds it in the positive effect left by the giving of benefactors
from associations, institutions and individuals on the beneficiaries, whose hands
of good deeds ceased to be asked, and raised their livelihood, and relieved them
of anguish, and relieved them of the suffering of disability, and established in
society the spirit of cohesion and compassion, and avoid people in need slipping
into crooked ways, which may push them to need, and purify their hearts from
resentment, for what they found from their community of help, and support.

It is a message to those who have done good, little or much, that by what they
do good, they contribute to the efforts of human development, strengthening
the bonds of harmony in it, and strengthening the spirit of belonging to a society
in which the strong sympathize with the weak, and the rich with the poor, and in

which the needy, whether great or small, finds white hands that draw a smile on

his face, and always plant hope in his heart.
